The nose is a ps
of a dog’s body that is not protected by hair o
fur and is so very prone to sunburn.

If your dog suffers from heat fatigye
don't take it to the vet immediately cause the
few minutes it takes to get the dog to the ve
may cause further damage. Wait till the dog’s
temperature is reduced and is cooled.

Don’t shave your dog’s coafThe fur
protects it from sunburn and helps keep the
insects away.
